I would also like to congratulate you on the
fourteenth anniversary of the establishment
of the Republic of Yemen whose flag was
hoisted highly and proudly on the 22nd. Of
May 1990. Our people was able to achieve
its greatest accomplishment in an expression
of loyalty to the sacrifices of the homelands
martyrs.

Our celebrations today come in the light of
great national accomplishments, deep chang-
es and difficult challenges , which the coun-
try has witnessed in the last fourteen years
and since our people restored unity and deep-
ened its roots by dear and great sacrifices.
Our peoples celebrations on this dear nation-
al occasion grow greater annually thanks to
the historical and important accomplish-
ments in the political, democratic, develop-
ment, social, and cultural fields and other
sectors.
Dear Fellow Citizens
Our country, thanks to God and cooperation
of all loyal citizens and political and social
forces , has achieved excellent strides in the
process of construction, development and
progress. This was remarkable after the 1994
summer war whose impacts were wiped out
by a national conviction . A general amnesty
was declared and the wars consequences in
all fields were overcome. Most of those who
were abroad returned home as arrangements
were taken to tackle their status and proper-
ties and provide them with jobs according to
their qualifications. The homeland is big
enough for everyone. We are confident that
all honest citizens would be     responsible
for the achievement of the homelands inter-
ests and prosperity.
Efforts will continue to achieve more service
and development projects .On top of the
achieved projects was the modern roads net-
work which reached to around ten thousands
kilo meters. This network connected the dif-
ferent parts of the country and facilitated the
implementation of service projects in all are-
as.
 In regard to the construction of water dams
and reservoirs , about 1250 projects were im-
plemented while over 600 others are under
construction. In addition, there are accom-
plishments in the field of education. We di-
rect the government to give priority to the
expansion of technical and vocational educa-
tion and community colleges in order to
serve development. The government should

also set up regulations necessary for affective
supervision of the national and private educa-
tion in all stages and specialties . The legisla-
tive authority should accelerate the legisla-
tion of the national and private education
laws. 
We call on those who are responsible for na-
tional and private education institutions to
cooperate and transparently act in this issue
for the best interest of the nation.
The government should also implement all
goals and aims included in development
plans especially in the second five-year de-
velopment plan. The government should con-
tinue economic, financial and administrative
reforms in a parallel line with efforts to com-
bat and uproot corruption. The government
should wage a severe war on corrupters
wherever they are. No single opportunity
should be left for corruption and corrupters.
We stress on the necessity of accelerating the
approval of the international treaty to combat
corruption.
The legislative authority and the central or-
ganization for auditing and control should
fulfill their duties against corrupters taking
into account accurate and precise information
away from vexatious intentions. Those who
are responsible for monitoring corrupters
should strike a good example by behavior,
honesty and conscience.
We direct the government to attract local,
Arab and foreign investment projects espe-
cially these which create more job opportuni-
ties for workers and reduce unemployment.
The government should also focus on the im-
provement of the citizens living standards,
social welfare and poverty combat. It should
also give attention to accelerate the imple-
mentation of gas power generation project
with a capacity of 3000 mega watt during the
coming period of time until the year 2007.
The project will meet the growing needs ei-
ther in the industrial sector or by reducing
cost for farmers by using power in reasonable
price instead of fuel.   
More attention should be given for the devel-
opment of the existing governmental cement
factories in Ammran, Bajel and Al-Mafraq in
Taiz and increase their production capacity to
three million tons. Necessary facilities should
be provided for new factories which would
be established by the private sector in Batees
with a production capacity of seven hundred
thousands and fifty thousand tons, in Hadh-
ramout with an increasable production capac-
ity of one million ton and in Radfan directo-
rate of Lahaj province with a production

capacity of eight hundred thousands and fifty
thousand tons. The total production of these
factories collectively would reach five mil-
lion and five hundred thousands tons in the
year 2007.  
Our concern today is development and to
bolster the national economy. Therefore, dur-
ing celebrations of this occasion, inaugura-
tion and laying down foundation stones for
2237 projects would take place at the cost of
around 215 billion rial.
On this occasion, we announce a rise of sala-
ries and wages of state employees and per-
sonnel of the armed and security forces by
40% for lower levels and 20% for higher lev-
els.

The establishment of the Republic of Yemen
coincided with the adoption of democracy,
multi-party system and political pluralism,
and reactivation of the role of civil society
institutions. The widest political reform pro-
cess was achieved in our country either
