1. Background:

IFAD’s Fisheries Investment Project (FIP), focusing on sustainable resource management and value chain 
upgrading, is managed by the Economic Opportunities Fund (EOF). The EOF is established under Govern-
ment of Yemen’s Economic Opportunities Programme (EOP) through Presidential decree no. 183/2010 
dt.25.09.2010, as a public-private partnership. The EOF is working to improve the economic status of poor 
women and men in rural areas, with the objective of creating economic opportunities, and in the fisheries 
sector through improved linkages of fishers’ organizations with markets and services.

In line with the above, the FIP aims to improve the economic status of small fisher households and create 
sustainable economic opportunities for fishermen and fisherwomen communities. Accordingly, the project 
consists of two investment components viz. Sustainable Resource Managementand Value Chain Develop-
ment.

The main outputs of the FIP are to: develop and implement plans for regeneration and sustainable man-
agement of fisheries resources; introduce a licensing system for all fisheries value chain actors; empower 
fisheries inspectors to enforce conservation, management and quality regulations; develop safety-at-sea 
regulations and improve awareness of safety aspects; stimulate the growth and technological improve-
ment of the fisheries value chain and rural businesses; link fishers’ organizations with processors/export-
ers through contractual arrangements; promote compliance with international food quality and safety 
standards; develop modern economic infrastructure in support of the fisheries value chain; create a legal 
framework and services for aquaculture development; and expand the rural outreach of financial institu-
tions and enhance access to sustainable rural financial services.

2. Reporting System: 

The aim of this consultancy is to develop an overall stakeholder based long term Fisheries Legal/Legisla-
tive framework for Republic of Yemen and to increase capacity of the Government and other stakeholders 
in this regard.Under the frameworks, as described above, he/she will be assisting the international team 
leader and the expert team to review of fisheries law/legislation. He/She will work under the overall su-
pervision of International Team Leader; and in close collaboration with the Ministry of Fish Wealth, and the 
national experts and counterparts assigned. Reports on the progress of work are to be presented to the 
Team Leader.

3. Duties and Responsibilities:

The Team Leader will support the MFW and other concerned bodies andlead the drafting of comprehensive 
framework for Yemen fisheries law and legislations. He/she will assist the international and national expert 
team (team leader, licensing system expert, safety-at-sea expert, and aquaculture expert)to review and 
draft amendments to existing legislation applying to the fisheries sector.

He/she will also assist the team leader and experts in the study of inspection systems, administrative fines, 
licensing systems, safety-at-sea and aquaculture.

1. Assist the team leader and international and national expert team (licensing system expert, safety-at-
sea expert, and aquaculture expert)to review and draft comprehensive fisherieslaw/ legislation;

2. Assist in managing the process of consultation on fisheries law and legislation (with emphasis on 
participatory approaches and involvement of all stakeholders);

3. Assist the team leader and experts in the study of inspection systems, administrative fines, licensing 
systems, safety-at-sea and aquaculture; 

4. Work with the International and National training experts to develop, implement and follow up training 
course on fisheries institutions and law, inspection systems; licensing systems; aquaculture;

5. Tranlate all the documents into english that are produced by the team;

6. Translate into English all other regulations which may be considered of relevance for example those 
relating to food safety;

7. Assit the team leader and experts in developing a training curriculum of 4-6 weeks, to be approved by 
the MFW, for MFW fisheries inspectors in relation to the onshore enforcement of fisheries regulations;

8. Assit the team leader and experts in developing an exam, based on the above curriculum and to be 
officially approved, which all fisheries inspectors would be required to pass in order to qualify to work 
as fisheries inspectors;

9. Assit the team leader and experts in developing a module on at-sea fisheries inspections in compatible 
with the training curriculum for new officers of the Yemen Coast Guard used in the Aden training centre 
and devlop suitable examination material;

10. Assit the team leader and experts in developing onshore and at-sea inspector’s manuals including key 
legislation, field guide to the common species of fish and invertebrates caught in the Yemen EEZ, and 
guidelines on inspections and collection of evidence etc.;

11. Design and conduct training course to existing and prospective fisheries inspectors in the MFW and 
YCG;

12. Deliver additional ‘training of trainers’ to existing experienced fisheries inspectors and trainers, 
identified through a process of pre-selection to be agreed upon with the MFW and YCG;

13. Support MCS managers to establish inspection programmes and procedures;

14. Prepare and support implementation of a national awareness campaign to raise awareness of fisheries 
regulations and the penalties for violating them amongst fisheries sector stakeholders; and

15. Providing of documented advice on any significant matter that falls within defined role.

4. Qualifications:

a) Graduate/Masters degree in law, fishery/marine sciences or a closely related field with a relevant com-
bination of academic and professional qualifications.

b) Relevant legal qualifications, particularly in with a focus on fisheries/marine law would be an advan-
tage.

c) A minimum of 10 years of relevant working experience, including experience in monitoring, control and 
surveillance; fisheries law and enforcement and training of inspectors.

d) Full Working knowledge of English, including excellent drafting and presentation skills.

e) Fluent experience in translating English-Arabic and Arabic-English is a must.

f ) Excellent computer skills, including full working knowledge of standard word processing, spreadsheet 
and presentation packages.

5. Competencies: 

a) Experience in working in the field of fisheries law and enforcement, fishery policy analysis and fisheries 
management.

b) Strong oral and written communication skills in English.

c) Fluent translation Arabic-English an English-Arabic.

d) Experience in conducting training programmes.
